Group Responsibilities 

You will be working in a group of three (3) in the library.  Together you will conduct research on your assigned topic.  This research should be compiled and shared on Google and then each individual will complete one of the following individual projects:
1) One person to role play a key figure (can be based on fact or fictitious) in your research field.

2) One person to create a display illustrating the major accomplishments in your field.

3) One person to be the reporter for the symposium and to write a feature story about your featured scholar, the achievements in your field and the impact of the achievements on culture today for the Arab Journal of Arts and Sciences.  This story should be written in the past tense!  
As a group, you must decide what will be featured in the article, what questions and information will be discussed by the panelist, and what will be on display.  Thus each group will have the same information presented in three different ways.
*Note, the only portion of this project that is “group work” is the research and the coordination of the information.  The actual compilation of the project is done individually!  

Grading Criteria

Each of you will be evaluated individually on your project and as a group on your research.

This project will be worth a test and quiz grade (130 points).

I will be grading you based on

· The creativity of the presentation and of the visual

· The quality and accuracy of the information presented

· Clarity of presentation (oral, visual, and written)

· Group cooperation and division of labor

· Bibliography

Individual Symposium Requirements
Below are a series of requirements, based on your role in the group:

Role Play Requirements 

Remember: You must work as a group to decide the information that is going to be presented in all 3 styles of the project. 

Choose a character, your character may be fictional or based on a real character, but your character should be from the time of the Islamic Empire!  Report to the House of Wisdom (room 213) to partake in a symposium on Islamic achievements and be ready to introduce yourself and the important accomplishments within your field. 

Each panelist should be prepared to provide the following information to the class orally: 



Introduce information about yourself:

1. Where do you come from and when did you live? 

2. What are your interests? 

Discuss contributions in your field

3. Basic background information on your topic. 

4. Key achievements in your area 
5. Who are major contributors in your field?
6. How your topic has impacted the both the Arab Empire and the rest of the world. 

7. The lasting legacy of your topic on our modern world. 
8. Incorporate any other important information that was researched by your group or information that is included in the paper or the visual
* Research that is taken directly from a source or research that is paraphrased should be cited within your script!  Be sure to have at least five parenthetical citations! 

You must spend time preparing this!! Although you may use index cards as cues, your speaking will seem the most realistic and convincing if you are able to speak without reading from a card too much.  A typed script should be turned in after your presentation.
You are also required to dress the part of your character. This will require you to research what type of clothing your character would have worn. 

Display Requirements 

Remember: You must work as a group to decide the information that is going to be presented in all 3 styles of the project.
Create a display on either poster boards or tri-fold display panels. 

1. Use bright colors and large enough lettering to be seen by class. 

2. Use a variety of materials to make your display more interesting. 
Examples: 3-D cutouts, contrasting paper, different materials (cardboard, objects, etc). 

3. Use visuals, such as pictures, drawings, and symbols to highlight your information 

(Provide the web address for any picture used in your visual) 

4. All lettering, information and captions included on the visual should be TYPED.
5. Organize your visual!  Create headings and subheadings… how would a viewer “read” your visual?  Where would they start?  

*The difficult part of the visual is to maintain a balance of information and images.  You do not want too many pictures or too much information!

Display Requirements (Continued) 
Information to Be Included: 
1. Basic background information on your topic. 

2. Key achievements in your area (especially for Science, Medicine, Arts, and architecture).
3. Who are major contributors in your field?
4. How your topic has impacted the both the Arab Empire and the rest of the world. 

5. The lasting legacy of your topic on our modern world. 
6. Be sure to cover all information being presented in the role-play and the visual!

7. Use visuals, such as pictures, drawings, and symbols to highlight your information 

* Research that is taken directly from a source or research that is paraphrased should be cited within your visual!  Be sure to have at least five parenthetical citations!
News Reporter Requirements 

Remember: You must work as a group to decide the information that is going to be presented in all 3 styles of the project.

Your feature story must include the following components: 

1. Basic background information on your topic. 

2. Key achievements in your area (especially for Science, Medicine, Arts, and architecture).
3. Who are major contributors in your field?
4. How your topic has impacted the both the Arab Empire and the rest of the world. 

5. The lasting legacy of your topic on our modern world. 
6. Be sure to cover all information being presented in the role-play and the visual!
* Research that is taken directly from a source or research that is paraphrased should be cited within your paper!  Be sure to have at least five parenthetical citations!
Length: The Journal Article must be 4-5 pages typed.  It should be in Times New Roman, size 12 font and double spaced. Also, papers should be written in the past tense.
Bibliography 

As a group, you must hand in a typed bibliography that cites all books and web sources used. As a group, you must use at least 6 different sources, 3 of which must be non-web sources. Proper bibliographical format will be discussed in class. 

Because you must create a bibliography, I strongly recommend writing down all bibliographical information as you read through or make photocopies of books. This information includes: 

Author (last name, first name), Title, City of Publication, Publishing Company, Date of Publication, Pages Used 

Information Note cards/ Slides
Using note cards for research allows you to more easily organize your information into categories and subtopics.  This process will help you keep track of your bibliographic information, citation information and make it easier to consolidate your group’s research.  The following steps are based on the research template and the process that you followed at the Middle School.  We will use Google Slides to record notes and share research with your classmates. 
Step 1: Notes on a slide
· On each slide, write down a main idea, significant detail or direct quotation

· Unless directly quoting, slides should contain notes, not complete sentences or paragraphs and must be in your own words

Step 2: Subtopic

· Reread your slide and determine a subtopic for the information (i.e. Achievements, biographical information, influence/impact on world, etc.).  Each group will have different subtopics research topic being research varies slightly.  As a group determine important subtopics.

· Write the subtopic in the upper left-hand corner of the slide
Step 3: P, Q, S

· Also at the top of each slide, indicate how you have written the information

· Write “P” for paraphrase, “Q” for direct quotation, or “S” for summary

Step 4: Source # and Page #

· Finally, write the source number in the upper right hand corner of the slide
· And record the page number(s) where the information was found
