(Not to be confused with the 53 Stages on the Tokaido)

Each of you will be working with a group of three to produce a station along the road to Edo (capital of the Tokugawa).  Each station will be devoted to one subject which was developed during the period of the Tokugawa.

Requirements for each station:

1. Research each group will be responsible for completing 30 note cards (following the research card format) and should use at least five sources.
2. Produce a  website which includes the following:
a. A background or home page with the name of your topic and the basic information pertinent to your field (the basic definition)
b. Major characteristics, history or components of your subject
c. Key artists, writers, plays, castles, etc. which relate to your subject
d. Key terms which students should know related to your topic- these can be a separate page or bolded/ highlighted throughout your webpage!
3. Produce a student activity sheet (worksheet to be filled in) which covers the major topics from your website.  These will be filled in by visitors to your website.  
This sheet should be created after the website has been finished!  Also, run a “test” by having a parent or friend view and read the project to see if they can answer all of the questions.  Remember visitors will only be at your station for about ten minutes!
Think about the organization of this sheet- which section do you want students to read first?  Should they understand the background or historic period before they read about specific examples?
4. Group bibliography of all sources used in proper MLA format!  This bibliography can be a separate section to your webpage.
Presentation:

On the due date students will set up a computer station for each topic.  Students will travel along the road to Edo with their group.  As you go from station to station, you will read the websites and fill in the student activity-sheets for each topic.  In order to be admitted to Edo, all baggage (worksheets) must go through inspection by the Samurai in charge (Mrs. Andrews).  Those failing to pass inspection will lose points.

Information Notecards
Using note cards for research allows you to more easily organize your information into categories and subtopics.  This process will help you keep track of your bibliographic information, citation information and make it easier to consolidate your group’s research.  The following steps are based on the research template and the process that you followed at the Middle School.  We will use Google Slides to record notes and share research with your classmates. 
Step 1: Notes

· On each notecard/ Slide, write down a main idea, significant detail or direct quotation.

· Unless directly quoting, cards should contain notes, not complete sentences or paragraphs and must be in your own words.

Step 2: Subtopic

· Reread your notecard/ Slide and determine a subtopic for the information (i.e. vocabulary, important contributors, achievements, characteristics, biographical information, influence/impact on world, etc.).  Each group will have different subtopics as research topics vary slightly.  As a group determine important subtopics.

· Write the subtopic in the upper left-hand corner of the notecard/ Slide.

Step 3: P, Q, S

· In the header/ top of each notecard or Slide, indicate how you have written the information.

· Write “P” for paraphrase, “Q” for direct quotation, or “S” for summary.

Step 4: Source # and Page #

· Finally, in the header/ top of each notecard or Slide record the source 
· Include the page number(s) where the information was found- if it is from a print source.
