	Brief plot description

5 points


	Failed to explain the plot of the movie or gave brief description of the movie, but failed to explain the connection between the movie and the psychological issue.
	Gave an adequate description of the movie, yet the connection between the movie and the psychological issue remains unclear.
	Excellent description of the movie, but the movie’s relationship to the psychological issue needs further clarification.
	Clear description of the movie and excellent discussion of the relationship between the movie and the psychological issue.

	Film clip demonstrating psychological issue

10 points
	Failed to show a segment of a film or showed a segment of the film that did not reflect the psychological issue discussed.
	Showed too many or too few segment(s) of the film.  Clips shown did not aid in the understanding of the psychological issue.
	Showed too many or too few segment(s) of the film; however, the oral presentation clarified the connections to the psychological issue.
OR- Showed an appropriate segment from the film, but the clip needed more discussion, introduction, or analysis.

	Class engagement/ understanding

15 points
	Presentation failed to engage class thus failed to convey important issues and terms pertaining to the psychological disorder researched.
