Growth of Psychology

· Believed that adult problems can be traced back to critical stages during childhood. 

· The basic units of experience and their combinations. 

· Emphasized consciousness as a continuous flow.
· Emphasized our tendency to see patterns.
· Wundt learned to do this.
Fields of Psychology

· Psychologists who work to improve efficiency in businesses.

· Studies how dopamine effects the brain.

· Specialize in the cause, diagnosis, and treatment of psychological disorders.

· Interested in individual traits  such as aggressiveness, sociability, and self esteem.
· Concerned with issues such as attraction and causes of prejudice.

Research Methods

· This research method collects data by observing subjects in a natural setting.
· Poorly constructed questions can skew the results of this research method.
· Allows prediction of behavior by investigating the relation between two or more variables.
· This research technique is not always useful because the results may not be representative of the larger population as conclusions are made from one or a few individuals.
· Establishes cause and effect.
Independent vs. Dependent 

· Manipulated to see how it effects a second variable
· The more educated women are the more likely they are to vote.
· As unemployment rates rise, crime rates increase.

· The more information presented to a student, the less he or she can remember for an exam.

· The more interest groups spend on professional lobbyists, the more financial rewards the groups receive from government programs 
Ethics

· Milgram’s experiment measured this in subjects. 

· A new code/ standard was developed in reponse to Migram an other unethical studies.

· In response to the Holocaust, psychologists developed these standards by which to practice.
